American Standard of Perfection will be used in judging all single entries. All pens judged on a production basis.


Stock must be entered in name of actual owner.


Poultry showing any symptoms of disease will be excluded from exhibition.


All entries to be single or pen entries. Pen entries cannot compete with single entries; birds must either be entered as single or as pen entries. A young pen consists of two pullets and one cockerel or three pullets, and an old pen of two hens and one cock. Old pens cannot compete with young pens. Old single cannot compete with young single. Single pullet or hen cannot compete with single cockerel, or cock.


Three premiums offered on each variety entered.


The term cock and hen—birds hatched prior to Jan. 1, 2009.


Terms cockerel and pullet—birds hatched after Jan. 1, 2009.


First premiums, single entries $1.25; second, $1.00; third 50¢.


Breeding pens old and young in every variety. First premium $2.00; second $1.50; third $1.00.


Sweepstakes premiums, $4.00 Pen; $1.50 Female; $1.00 Male.


Exhibitors will furnish own feed.


Coops furnished by the Fair Association.


A limit of 8 animals per exhibitor.


Animals may not be removed before 8 a.m. Sat., Sept. 4.

4. ARBA Standard of Perfection will be used in judging all entries.


5. Breeds: New Zealand White, New Zealand Red, Chinchilla, Checker Giant, California, Silver Martin, mixed breeds and all others with 5 or more entries.


6. Doe and Buck, shown by breed. Meat pens sold by weight.
